The Health Service Executive has been advised to reply directly to you in response to the above parliamentary
question which you submitted to the Minister for Health for your response.

As we have provided the information by type and county, as per your request, it is important to note that the
areas asterisked re: Mobile Outreach, are a demand led service, where an outreach worker may cover two
counties under their remit. For example, Cork and Kerry have two outreach workers who provide a needle
exchange facility, they both work between Cork and Kerry as per service user demand, and have been marked
down as ‘2’ facilities in each county considering this.

| can confirm that Table 1 also includes Pharmacy Needle Exchange Programmes, and they are included as a
‘Fixed’ site.
